Scholarship Program Nomination Form Procedures

form, the counselor or adviser’s verification and signature plus the principal’s recommendation and signature will all be
submitted through the ISTS, Inc. Web site. High school principals or their designees may nominate one senior per school to
compete.

ISTS will send an e-mail to your counselor or adviser with instructions and
a code to complete the verification for you and sign the form.
